I have enjoyed the following wine on several occasions in the past few months.  While many 
Australian wines can be over ripe “fruit bombs” the wines from this particular producer are made 
in a more elegant style with the emphasis on purity of fruit and structure. As such they make for 
excellent overall drinking as well as great accompaniments to food. While this is one of the lowest 
priced wines in the portfolio, The quality per price ratio  here is tremendous.  This is a wine to 
purchase by the case and enjoy over the next 3-4 years.  There is very little of this still available 
and with imported wine prices increasing daily I would urge you to act quickly.
